Information on the go...

With the explosion of web-enabled mobile devices, more and more users are surfing the internet from a
hand-held device every day. You might have already used Google Maps while driving, or checked weathers on
the way to work. But did you know you can also do some basic research with your web-enabled mobile

phone as well? Here are some very useful information resources:

PubMed for Handhelds

Want to search PubMed on your cell phone? Try http://pubmedhh.nlm.nih.gov/nlm/, a website which has
specially been designed for use with your mobile phone. It will allow you to search PubMed:

*  using clinical queries or PICO questions
*  using free text, natural language queries. This feature also includes a built-in spell checker.
*  browsing journal abstracts and accessing ClinicalTrials.gov. No downloading required.

*  Search case reports and review of reported cases in MEDLINE/PubMed for disease associations

RefMobile

RefWorks now has a special version RefMobile (http://refworks.scholarsportal.info/mobile/) for mobile
and smart phones, as well as PDAs, that allows you to: Access and view your references; Manage folders;
Even add information to the Notes field of your references. In addition, it has a feature called SmartAdd
that will allow you to search the web for references based on a digital object identifier (DOI), PubMed ID
(PMID), PubMed Central ID (PMCID), ISSN/ISBN number, by author and publication year, or even search
using part of a title. References located by SmartAdd can even be imported into your RefWorks account
via RefMobile.

Please note: you must have a group code to access RefMobile. Please ask library staff for this code.
